RBI Plans Hefty Penalty to Make
Banks Settle Death Claims Fast

SETTING STANDARD Bank rate plus 4% p.a. interest for period of delay for deposits

QurBureau

Mumbai: The Reserve Bank
of India (RBI) has said banks
must settle deposit accounts,
safe deposit lockers and arti-
cles in safe custody of adecea:
sed customer within 15 days
of claim, proposing hefty pe
nalties for non-compliance.

In a draft eircular, the cen
tralbank suggested banks pay
the customer’s kin the bank
rate plus 4% per year interest
for the period of delay on sett-
ling deposits, and 25,000 per
day for delay in settlement of
lockers.

The bankrate currently isat
5.75%. These proposals are ai-
med at standardising the cla-
ims processes across the ban
king sector, maintaining uni
formity and compensating
the customer in case of incon-
venience. The final guidelines
areexpected to be enforced by

January 1,2026.

The draft circular said that
if a nominee exists, the nomi-
nee would have to furnish a
deceased customer’s death
certificate, claim form and a
government [D card to aceess
deposits.

If nonomineeexists, the cus-
tomer will have to further pro-
vide a bond of indemnity sig-
ned by claimants, no objec-

tion from other legal heirs
and a legal heir certificate or
declaration by an indepen-
dentperson, thedraftcircular
said. “If any deposit related
cla].m isnot seitled within the

rate shall be date of receipt of
requisite documentsfromcla-
imant,” said the RBI draft cir-
cular published on August 6.
In case of adisputed will, do-
cuments of probate of will,
letter of administration and
succession certificate or co-
urtdecree would be required.

Banks can accept the will
without any probate if the
will isnotdisputed. For settle-
ment of the locker; nominees
should providea death certifi-
cate and official identity pro-
of.

For a case without a nomi-
nee, one wouldrequireaclaim
form signed by legal heirs, de-
ath certificate, address proof,
no objection from non-clai-
mant legal heirs and legal he-

Kolkata: A platform back-
ed by private equity major
Gaja Capital is in the final
stages of acquiringa majo
rity stake in a mortgage
lender owned by the Cent-
rum Group, reflecting the
growing confidence of im-
pact funds in India’s large
and expanding housing fi
nance sector.

Weaver Services, founded
by former HDFC executi-
ves including its M&A head
Satrajit Bhattacharya, will
acquire 75% of Centrum
Housing Finance for 7800
crore, multiple people close
tothediscussions told ET.

This puts the enterprise
valuation of the mortgage
lender at 7800 crore, about 2
times the company's adjus-
ted net worth.

Central bank rules requi-
re Centrum, which also
owns a banking licence, to
choose between its opera-
tional smallfinance bank
and the home financier for
running its mortgage busi-
ness.

Centrum Capital owns
56.38% in Centrum Hou-
sing Finance whileitsasso-
ciate companies and emp-
loyees own another18.62%.
Morgan Stanley PE owns
the balance 24.99%. Wea-
ver will acquire the stakes
owned by the Jaspal Bind-
rasled Centrum group,
whereas Morgan Stanley

PE will retain its existing
holding. Consequently, We-
aver Services will become
the largest shareholder in
Centrum Housing Finan-
ce.

Centrum Capital did not
respond to queries. Weaver
Services' Bhattacharya did
not wish to comment.
